• To receive “Groveport” resident rate, you must present a  
Resident I.D. Card.   

• Children under 10 years of age must be accompanied by a 
responsible adult (18 or over) who intends to directly  su-
pervise them during the entire visit. 

• Children under 5 years of age must have an adult (18 or 
over) within arms reach at all times.  

• Groups bringing children must have at least (1) adult for 
every (5) children and are responsible for the supervision 
of those children.  

• Outside food and drink are not permitted, with the        
exception of water.  

• Persons must be at least 48 inches tall and be able to swim 
unassisted to exit to ride the triple helix and speed slides.  

• Persons must be at least 42” inches tall and be able to swim 
unassisted to exit to ride in the lazy river.  

• Swimming is only permitted when lifeguards are on duty. 
Only lifeguards are permitted in the lifeguard stands.  

• Lined bathing suits are required. Shorts, cut-offs & thongs 
may not be worn. 

• Swim diapers with external rubber membrane and bathing 
suit must be worn by those who are not toilet trained. Dia-
pers must be changed in the restrooms only.  

• Smoking, smokeless tobacco, alcohol, glass containers, 
gum, squirt guns and snorkels are not permitted.  

• Patrons are encouraged to place their personal items in a 
locker. A patron will be charged $10 for any locker key 
that is lost.  

• Only U.S. Coast Guard Approved Life Vests are permitted.  
Since water wings, baby seat floaters, suits with built in 
floats and water noodles provide a false sense of security, 
they are not permitted.  

• Diving is not permitted from the pool deck.  
• Private swim lessons are not permitted.  
• The last 10-minutes of each hour is designated for adult 

only swim/safety break. Adults may swim with their     
children (2 yrs. & under).

• The Village is not responsible for lost or stolen items.

• In the event of lightning or thunder, the pool deck 
will be evacuated. The pool will re-open in 30-
minutes provided that there has been no lightning or 
thunder in the area.  

• In the event that the pool suspends operation or closes due 
to inclement weather, lightning or water contamination and 
you have been at the facility for 60-minutes or less, our 
staff will issue you a Rain Check to be used at a later date 
provided you have kept your receipt which is date and time 
stamped. Policy only applies to daily fee patrons. Please 
present your receipt to our front desk staff so we may assist 
you. Refunds are not given.
