ACKNOWLEDGEMENT OF RISKS, LIABILITY RELEASE AND
INDEMNIFICATION AGREEMENT

In signing this release for myself and for any named immediate family member and minor participant(s)
(if such participant is under the age of eighteen), I acknowledge and understand that as a participant at the Groveport Recreation
Center, Aquatic Center, Town Hall and/or any other facility, activity or program of the Village of Groveport, I/we will be exposed
to risks of serious bodily injury, sickness or death due to circumstances inherent in the Village of Groveport facilities, activities and
programs, including the negligent acts or omissions of others. I acknowledge that there are a variety of risks and dangers inherent in
recreational activities and facilities, including but not limited to: sports related injuries; collision with stationary objects; falls; risks
associated with water-related activities (including diving injuries and drowning); adverse environmental conditions or any other
conditions which may cause heat stroke, heat exhaustion, hypothermia or any other illness or injury; physical contact between
participants; injuries related to overexertion; slippery floors; misuse or inexperience with fitness equipment. In exchange for being
permitted to participate, I voluntarily agree to assume all of these risks and other risks inherent in participating in such activities,
programs and facilities. I acknowledge that I (or the participants for whom I sign) have/has no physical limitations, or disabilities of
any kind which would restrict me or them from participating. I agree to make Village staff aware of any special accommodations
that may be needed at the time of registration and I agree to note such special accommodations on said form. Despite these dangers,
and in consideration of the Village of Groveport accepting my registration, I for myself and/or the immediate family member minor
participant(s) for whom I am signing, all heirs, executors, administrators and assigns, agree to hold harmless and release the Village
of Groveport, its board and council, officers, officials, employees, volunteers and other representatives from all claims for liability or
legal responsibility for any damage or loss of any kind, including personal property or death, property damage, and economic loss,
arising from my participation in and/or use of the Village of Groveport Recreation Center, Aquatic Center, Town Hall and/or any
other facility, activity or program of the Village of Groveport.

I further, on behalf of myself or any named immediate family member minor participant(s) for whom I am signing, agree to
protect, indemnify and hold harmless the Village of Groveport and the listed persons and entities for any and all cost, liability,
expense and claim arising from any act or omission committed by myself or the named participant related to the Village of
Groveport’s facilities, activities and programs other activity or program sponsored by or affiliated with the Village of Groveport. I
further, on behalf of myself or for any named immediate family member minor participant(s) for whom I am signing, agree to
follow all facility, activity or program rules and regulations, and realize that my right to participate may be terminated by the
Village at any point in time for not adhering to said rules and regulations.

I do hereby grant and give these groups the right to use my and my child’s photographic image with or without my child’s
name, both single and in conjunction with other persons or objects for any and all purposes including, but not limited to, private or
public presentations, advertising, publicity, and promotion relating hereto. I warrant that I have the right to authorize the foregoing
uses and do hereby agree to hold the Village of Groveport Parks & Recreation Department harmless of and from any and all liability
of whatever nature which may arise out of result of such uses. For the consideration stated above, I further agree that in the event
that my child repudiates or attempts to repudiate such release, I will indemnify and save harmless the Village of Groveport, it
successors and assigns, for any loss and damage occasioned hereby.

HOME SALE PERMIT
VILLAGE OF GROVEPORT

According to the Village of Groveport Codified Ordinances, “home sale” means a sale of personal
property to the general public conducted on any portion of your residential property to include but
not limited to GARAGE Sales, PATIO Sales, YARD Sales, CARPORT Sales, BASEMENT
Sales, PORCH Sales, DRIVEWAY Sales, etc.

Each residence is allowed two (2) “home sales” in a nine month period.

Home sales may be advertised through the newspaper or other news media. A sign, not greater
in size than three (3) feet by three (3) feet may be installed on your residential property. You are
NOT permitted to place signs on Village property or right-of-ways, telephone poles, other utility
poles, village trees, or other residential property without the permission of the property owner.
Signs must be removed at the conclusion of the sale. The Village of Groveport may remove and
dispose of signs that are improperly posted.

This permit must be prominently posted during the sale.

Hours of sale cannot be earlier than 9:00 a.m. and no later than 8:00p.m.

gTry to sell in bundles, like “This Table Buy 1 Get 1 Free” or
this box “3 Items For $5". It's really important you know your
prices because some items may get mixed or dropped in the
bargain bins by mistake by your customers. Don’t back
down if someone insists it was in the bargain bin, gently
inform them another customer must have placed there by
mistake.

| know you paid $50 for that blender and never used it, but
selling it for $40 will be tough. Yes $10 off is a good deal for
someone, however if they buy it at the store they get a
warranty and they get to take it back if it doesn’t work or
something goes wrong or they change their mind. If | was
pricing that blender, I'd start with $20—that’s a price hard to
walk away from.

Price things in 25 cent increments, it’s less hassle.

The Witching Hour: Reduce prices after 1 p.m. You only
have a few hours left to get rid of stuff, now’s the time to

e Plastic Containers (Food & storage) — 25 cents to $1

e BBQs (propane, good cond.) - $15 to $25, up to $40 if it's
quite new and in excellent shape

e BBQs & Grills (briquette) — $5

e Lawn mowers — $10 to $25 (could go higher if it's a
newer mower)

e Framed Wall Pictures & Mirrors — $5 and up

hustle and move the stuff off the tables and into your
customers vehicles.

Tip: If someone tells you they want to buy the couch but they
need to go get more money to pay for it or they need to go get
the truck to pick it up, make sure to get a non-refundable deposit
($20 is what | usually ask for). Then set it to the side with a big
“Sold” sign on it or out of sight somewhere so you don’t
accidentally sell it. The deposit is required because the person
may not come back (they either forgot, changed their mind, got
lost or were just trying a “browsing” tactic to check out what was
available elsewhere before committing to your item). This way if
the person doesn’t come back, you haven't sold the item but you
at least have $20 to help soften the blow. Setting the item aside
or out of sight it really important because you just might
mistakenly re-sell it to someone else Things can get really busy,
leave no room for error.

Paperbacks - 25 cents or 5/$1.00
Hardcover books — 75 cents or 2/$1.00
Reference books — Hardcover dictionaries, thesaurus, etc. —

CDs, Video Tapes — $1, DVDs (recent) — $3 to $5
Dishes, glassware — 25 to 50 cents a piece, larger items a
buck or two, sets anywhere from $2 to $5
Blankets, Curtains — $2 to $5
Planters, Gardening Tools — $1 to $5 depending on the item
Kitchen Electronics — $2 to $5
Old TVs — $10 to $25, up to $40 depending on how old it is.
If it's in good shape and fairly new (up to 5 years old) and
with a remote, I've been able to sell it for $75 to $100
Bookcases, Desks & Shelving — Depends. If it's wooden and
in good shape, $10 up to $25. For thin material -$5.
Bikes — Really old ones — $5. Newer models — $25 to $75
(depends how expensive that type of bike is new)
Freezers — $25 to $50
Kitchen Stove, Fridge, Dishwasher — depends on how old
they are, chances are they're at least 10 yrs old-$25 to $75
Sofas, Chairs — $50 to $100
Coffee Tables, End Tables — $10 to $25
Lamps — $5 and up if they're nice, $1 or $2 if not
Kitchen Table & Chairs — $20 to $50
Toys & Stuffed Animals — 25 cents to $3 (high end for really
nice and fairly new toys)
Board Games (complete) — $1 to $3
Puzzles (complete) — 50 cents to a $1
DVD Players — $20, CD Players — $10, VCRs — $5 to $10

Remember:

v' Price all items clearly.

v" Don't over-price items. You are trying to get rid of stuff
that you don’t want or need anymore. Remember, this
isa garage sale, not a sale at one of the mall stores.
Clean out your garage, cut your lawn and sweep your
driveway a day or so before the garage sale.

Display items on tables if possible.

Clean all clothing to be sold and display clothing on
hangers if possible.

Use your driveway instead of garage if possible.

Always use a lockable cash box and take the box with you if
you need to head indoors for any reason.

Keep a copy of the Garage Sale Permit issued by the
Village on hand.

Keep $25 - $50 in change fund.

Don’t accept personal checks.

Display a “Garage Sale” sign on your property in
accordance with local codes or ordinances.

Tie balloons to your mailbox as provided by the

Parks & Recreation Department.

Sell cold non-perishable refreshments

(pop and bottled water).

Keep all pets inside your home or in a fenced back yard.
Park your cars in the street and away from your house to
free up additional parking.
