7. Bring a cell phone. You never 

know when an emergency may 

arise.

The Groveport Community Garden 

was conceived by a small group of 

Groveport residents as a way to      

encourage persons to eat fresh fruits & 

vegetables, especially for those that 

may not have enough of their own land 

to do so.

WHO? 
Persons interested in planting a garden 

at the Groveport Community Garden are 

required to completed a Plot Request 

Form. Groveport residents and persons 

that participated in the previous year  

may apply beginning February 1 of the 

current year. If plots are available, non-

residents may apply beginning March 1 

of the current year. Groups (such as: Boy 

Scouts, Girls Scouts, Churches, Civic 

Associations) are also eligible to         

participate.  

 

WHEN? 
Once plots have been assigned, planting 

will begin in early April.  The garden will 

close at 5:00 PM on Nov. 1.   

 

HOW?  
Each gardener is responsible for the      

maintenance and upkeep of their plot 

during the season. Tilling, soil develop-

ment, watering, weeding, harvesting, 

etc.., are all the responsibility of the   

gardener.  

 

COST? 
$10 per plot/per year (no refunds). Per-

sons may not purchase more than (2) 

plots for the season initially, unless    

approved by the Recreation Director. 

Additional plots may be sold/issued at a 

later date.  

 

LOCATION? 
The Groveport Community Garden is   

located at Heritage Park (551 Wirt Rd.).  

A fence surrounds the garden and only     

gardeners and city staff have access to 

the garden. A water spigot is available 

for use, but hoses may NOT be used.
